LOCKDOWN SEVERE WEATHER EVACUATION

Lockdown is used when there's an During Severe Weather Everyone must evacuate the

immediate threat outside your building
or area.

If the threat is OUTSIDE the building:

- Lock the exterior doors if it is safe to
reach them.

- If safe, leave a person at the door to
let others (non-threatening) into the
building.

- Close interior doors and lock and/or
barricade them, if possible.

- DO NOT LEAVE SAFE AREA until you
receive the all-clear notice.

- Go to the lowest level of the building,

ACTIVE SHOOTER RESPONSE GUIDE

If you determine that you can reach an escape path to a safer area, then get out.

1. Be aware of your surroundings.

2. Have an exit plan.

3. Move away from the threat as quickly as possible.

4. Create as much distance between you and the threat as possible.

If you can’t evacuate, find a secure place to hide out.

1. Create distance between you and the threat.

2. Find barriers to prevent or slow down the shooter from getting to you.
3. Turn off the lights and silence your phones.

4. Remain out of sight by hiding behind large objects.

5. Be quiet.

As a last resort, if you can't hide out and if you have absolutely no other option,
confront the active shooter.

1. Be aggressive, yell, and commit to your actions.

2. Do not fight fairly: throw items and use improvised weapons.

3. Survive by any means necessary.
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
